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Hungary — a Thorny Path
to the Law-Governed State

The article analyzes the Hungarian experience of the development of a law-governed state of the
modern age. It is shown how in Hungary the principle of equality is confirmed in practice, how the
gap between the rights and freedoms, proclaimed by the Constitution, is provided, as well as how the
guarantees of these rights and freedoms are enshrined in it, and how the everyday practice of their
implementation and protection are provided. It is emphasized that the functions of practical management
of Hungarian courts are entrusted to the State Council of Justice of the Republic of Hungary. Separately,
the competences of the judiciary boards as a new democratic body inherent in a law-governed state are
considered. Also the difficulties and problems, which Hungary faces on a way to ensure the rights and
freedoms of citizens, are considered.
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
